

























































































































































































































































































Roosevelt High School is located in the heart of the City of
Virginia on the site of the old Roosevelt grade building which it re-
placed.

Construction of the building was completed in 1929 at a cost
of $485,000.

The new structure was intended as a three year high school to
accommodate those students who were attending overcrowded
classrooms in what is the present Virginia Junior College.

In the second semester of 1928-1929, when the first students
moved into the Roosevelt building, the enrollment was 883. The
peak enrollment came in 1932-1933, when Roosevelt High School
accommodated 1,072 students. The present enrollment is 344.

The most outstanding feature of the high school is the swimming
pool which is centrally located in the dominant portion of the build-
ing. The simple, graceful, modern lines of this huge seventy-five
foot pool make it one of the finest high school pools in the State of
Minnesota.

This fine building, kept in excellent repair, will serve the people
of Virginia for many years to come.
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
